As provided under Federal regulations at 45 CFR § 1007.20(a)(4)(iv), the Office of Inspector 
General (OIG) approves the renewal application of the Illinois Medicaid Fraud Control Unit 
(Unit) to conduct data mining.  In considering the application, we have consulted with the 
Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services.
