As provided under Federal regulations at 45 CFR § 1007.20(a)(4)(iv), the Office of Inspector 
General (OIG) approves the renewal application of the Rhode Island Medicaid Fraud Control 
and Patient Abuse Unit (Unit) to conduct data mining.  In considering the application, we have 
consulted with the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services. 

This approval covers a 3-year period beginning December 12, 2022, and ending December 11, 
2025.

Please ensure that you continue to include the outcomes 
of your data mining activities as part of the Unit’s recertification materials that are due every 
year by December 21, as outlined in section 1007.17(a)(1)(ii) of the regulations.
